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The Nobility had many of their privileges taken away. They paid tax like everyone else.


Although slavery was stopped in France in 1791 it continued in Frances's colonies.


Torture and hangings were stopped. Everyone had the right to be executed by the guillotine.


The Declaration of the Rights of Man made no mention of women. They still had few rights.


The new parliament was made up of men who were elected; this made the system fairer.


During the Terror, thousands of opponents of the Revolution were executed.


New taxes were based on the amount of money you had available.


Important members of society were elected by the people. France was now a democracy.


Led to wars in Europe that lasted until Napoleon's defeat in 1815 


Poor and powerless people in other countries were inspired to protest.


Governments in other countries  were brutal in their treatment of  protestors for fear or revolution.


Many Sans Cullottes and peasants were better off.
